While  the 

College has every hope that employment relationships will be mutually beneficial and rewarding, employees 

and the College retain the right to terminate the employment relationship at-will, at any time, with or without 

cause.  The President is the only person who can modify the at-will employment relationship, in writing.

Conduct  in the workplace  that is illegal  or 

unethical will be subject to censure and/or disciplinary action up to and including termination.
